Goal #2: Math The percentage of students scoring proficient or 
advanced on the Math Inventory K-5 will increase by 15% from Aug. 

2022 to May 2023.  

Second Grade: Students will increase proficiency of addition 
and subtraction facts through 20.  

Goal #3: Excessive absences (15 or more days) will be decreased by
