Norton Park School Goals 

 
Norton Park administrators, teachers, and families have 

studied our student performance data to decide on the most 

important areas of improvement for our school.  The school 

goals for 2021-2022 are: 

• The percentage of students scoring proficient or advanced 

on Reading Inventory will increase by 15% from the 
August 2021 administration to the May 2022 

administration. 

➢ In 1st grade, we will focus on phonics, retelling, 
identifying the main parts of a story. 

 

• The percentage of students scoring proficient or advanced 

on Math Inventory will increase 15% from August 2021 

administration to the May 2022 administration. 

➢ In 1st grade, we will focus on number sense, fluency, 
addition and subtraction, and vocabulary. 

 

• The percentage of students scoring meets or exceeds on 

Lucy Calkins Units of Study Benchmark assessment, will 

increase 15% points from the pre to the post assessment 
during the 2021-2022 school year. 

➢ In 1st grade, we will focus on writing across the 

different genres. 

  

 

In the 1st Grade Classroom 

Norton Park 1st grade teachers will work 

with students and their families to support 

students’ academic achievement.  Some of 

our key connections with families will be: 

• Provide reading materials on the 

students’ reading level. 

 

• Provide weekly grade level math facts 

practice enhancing number fluency.  

 

• Host daytime and evening workshops to 

teach math, reading, writing strategies.
