Norton Park parents will work with 
their students and staff to support 
the student’s academic 
achievement. Some of the ways 
you can help your student at home 
are: 
 

• Become familiar with the 

math strategies students are 

using in school. Ensure your 

student is practicing  

multiplication and division 

facts (0-12) to build fluency. 

 

• Read to or with your student 

daily to help practice 

summarizing and discussing 

the theme of a text.  

 
• Discuss how you are safe, on-

task, accountable, and 
respectful in your life and real 
world examples.

Students 
 
Norton Park students will work with 
their teachers and parents to develop 
the skills necessary to be successful in 
fourth grade. Some of the activities 
students can do at home to achieve 
this are:  
 

• Practice multiplication and 
division facts (0-12) to 
build fluency. Use math 
strategies learned in class 
to solve math problems. 

 
 

• Read each night for at 
least 20 minutes to 
practice summarizing and 
discussing the theme of 
the text. 
 

• Use the SOAR 
expectations on a daily 
basis to make good choices 
at school.  

 

  One Team, One Goal, Student Success! 

Norton Park Goal(s) for Student Achievement 
 

• 60% of students in each grade, 1-5, will score proficient or 
above on the summative math assessment, based on the 10-
day math assessment cycle by May 2024..   
•  85% of students in each grade level K-2 will achieve an 
Early Literacy Framework Assessment score of at least 90% 
by May 2024 
  The percentage of students in each grade level, third 
through fifth, reading on or above grade level will increase 
by 10% according to the Next Steps Guided Reading 
Assessment from August 2023 to May 2024. 

• Reduce the number of office referrals from 274 (May 2023 
to 233 (15%)by  the end of May 2024. 
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
